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Daniel Jacobson is Bruce D. Benson Professor of Philosophy at the 
University of Colorado Boulder, and Director of the Benson Center for 
the Study of Western Civilization. He works on a wide range of topics 
in ethics, moral psychology, aesthetics, and the moral and political 
philosophy of J. S. Mill, and he has published extensively on issues 
concerning sentimentalism, philosophy of emotion, and freedom of 
speech. His book, Rational Sentimentalism (co-authored with Justin 
D'Arms), is forthcoming from Oxford University Press, and he is 
currently working on a manuscript entitled Solving Mill's Problem: 
How to Reconcile the Principles of Liberty and Utility.
