3. College of  HRSM students must demonstrate prof iciency in a foreign language by achieving a score of  2 or higher on the foreig n language placement 
test, or credit equivalent to USC 109 and 110 courses, or credit equivalent to the USC 121 course.  

4. The Carolina Core provides the common core of  knowledge, skill and academic experience for all Carolina undergraduate students.
